Réaction a la décision de la Cour supréme / Reaction to the Supreme Court of Canada Decision

Le 6 février 2015, la Cour Supréme du Canada rayait I'interdiction qui porte sur le suicide avec assistance
meédicale.

Cette décision représente tout un revirement par rapport aux soins palliatifs donnés aux malades qui se
trouvent en phase terminale a cause de la maladie. Cette décision sera en vigueur aprés les 12 mois qui suivent cette
décision afin de donner au gouvernement le temps d’élaborer de nouvelles lois. Cette décision est gravement
troublante parce gu’elle enléve aux personnes le processus naturelle de la mort. De plus, elle impose une pression
terrible sur ceux et celles qui dispensent les soins de santé et dont les opinions s’opposent a I'’euthanasie.

Comme catholiques, nous croyons que toute souffrance a une valeur rédemptrice. Si elle est offerte en union
avec le sacrifice du Christ sur la croix, elle n’est pas vaine ou inutile.

La Conférence des Evéques Catholiques du Canada (CECC) a émis une déclaration suite & cette décision de la
Cour Supréme. La CECC a proclamé qu’aider une personne a se suicider “n’est ni un acte de justice ou de
miséricorde, ni un soin palliatif.”

"[A]n act or omission which, of itself or by intention, causes death in order to eliminate suffering constitutes a
murder gravely contrary to the dignity of the human person and to the respect due to the living God, our Creator."
(Catechism of the Catholic Church, 2277).

Our own bishop has encouraged us to get involved in any way we can. “It is very important at this time to do
our part in helping our government and our society to make the right moral decisions in regards to people who are
suffering.” Bishop Marcel writes. “We are to respect the dignity of life until natural death while providing the best
palliative care possible.”
